Colossi of Memnon are Two massive stone statues of king
Amenhotep Il are the only remains of a complete mortuary
temple.The statues are made from blocks of quartzite sandstone
which exist in Cairo then moved 700 KM to Luxor , The two
statues Know as the Colossi of Memnon, Rising about 18 M from
the plain, They are the remains of what once the largest complex
on the west bank, Built by Amenhotep the Third. At around noon
you will have lunch in a Local restaurant in Luxor , Then Visit The
Temple of Karnak -the largest ancient religious site known
anywhere in the world :

The discoverer of
his tomb was Howard Carter. Tut's famous golden mask is on
display at the Egyptian Museum in Cairo, but here you have the
opportunity to be amazed at the royal mummy of the young king.

Ramses VI took it over from the pharaoh who originally
designed it, his nephew and predecessor, Ramses V.

The alabaster industry is one of the unique Egyptian crafts that

It represents the major source of income for
many artisans working mainly in the west of Luxor . Yellow
limestone, black granite, basalt, marble, and the national marmar
are the most prominent materials used in this craft, brought from
the mountainous region in “Qurna village” located at the west
bank of Luxor , where the artisans live beside the temples and
ancient civilization symbols to produce Pharaonic antiques
fascinating Tripists from different worldwide nations.
